The Minnesota Vikings (4-7) will return to Mall of America
Field this Sunday, December 5, to face the Buffalo Bills (2-9) in
the first of three consecutive home games. Kickoff for the CBS ’
broadcast with Vikings alum and CBS analyst Solomon Wilcots is / —4
set for noon.
Sunday’s game will mark the 12th matchup between the
Vikings and the Bills. Minnesota currently holds a 7-4-0 all-time record against Buffalo,
including a 3-1 mark at home. Buffalo has won the last two meetings (2002, 2006), while Minnesota has
won three of the last five.
This will be Interim Head Coach Leslie Frazier’s first home game as the leader of the Vikings.
Frazier is 1-0 as head coach after defeating the Washington Redskins 17-13 in his first game last Sunday.

WHAT TO WATCH FOR

* Sunday’s game will be Leslie Frazier’s first opportunity to lead the Vikings in a home game at Mall of
America Field. Frazier is 1-0 as the interim head coach.

* With one sack, DE Jared Allen can move into a 4th place tie in NFL history for the most sacks in the

first seven seasons. Allen has 79.5 since entering the NFL in 2004, which ranks 5th and trails Leslie

O’Neal’s 80.5 (1986-93). With 1.5 sacks, Allen can tie Richard Dent’s (1983-89) 81.0 for 3rd.

K Ryan Longwell can move up the NFL charts for career field goals made. Longwell currently ranks

16th in NFL history with 334 FGs made. He can tie George Blanda (335) for 15th place with one FG.

RB Adrian Peterson needs one rushing touchdown to move into a 7th place tie in NFL history for the

most rushing TDs in the first four NFL seasons. Peterson is currently 9th with 48 career rushing TDs

and trails Jim Brown and Maurice Jones-Drew, who both had 49 in their first four years.

- With 15 receiving yards, TE Visanthe Shiancoe can pass Stu Voigt's 1,919 career receiving yards as a
Viking, which ranks 2nd in team history. Currently Shiancoe has 1,905 receiving yards.

STATS OF THE WEEK

DT Jared Allen now has 79.5 sacks since entering the league in 2004, which ranks 5th among all NFL

players for the most in the first seven seasons. Allen surpassed Bruce Smith's 78.0 in seven years.

QB Brett Favre played in his 300th career game (298 consecutive) last week at Washington.

G Steve Hutchinson has now blocked for his 10th consecutive 1,000-yard rusher (has had a 1,000

yard rusher in each of his 10 NFL seasons).

TE Jim Kleinsasser blocked for his eighth 1,000-yard rusher (his fourth straight).

Kleinsasser moved into a 2nd place tie for the most consecutive games played by a Vikings tight

end. He has now played in 91 consecutive games, tying Brent Novoselsky.

* RB Adrian Peterson has 50 career combined touchdowns in 57 career games. Peterson is now tied
with Sammy White for 7th place in Vikings history.

* Peterson reached 1,000 yards rushing for the fourth season, tying Robert Smith for the most career

1,000-yard seasons and the most consecutive 1,000-yard seasons.

Peterson has 48 career rushing TDs, which ranks 3rd in Vikings history (C. Foreman, B. Brown - 52).

Peterson has not had a fumble in 2010 and now has 259 scrimmage touches without losing the

football. His last lost fumble was at Chicago on 12/28/09.

Leslie Frazier, in his fourth season with the
Vikings, was named the Interim Head Coach on Monday, November 22, 2010.
Prior to being named interim head coach, Frazier served as the Assistant Head
Coach/Defensive Coordinator for the team beginning in 2007. He played a
key role in the team’s consecutive NFC North titles and the most wins in the
NFC over the 2008 and 2009 seasons (22).

Last year, the Vikings defense led the NFL with 48.0 sacks. The feat was a
culmination of what Frazier’s units have accomplished over the last four years.
Since 2007, the Vikings have amassed 148 sacks, the 5th-most during that
time. Frazier has also led the team to three consecutive seasons with a top 10
defensive unit. In 2009, the Vikings defense ranked 6th in the NFL for a second
straight season, marking the first time since 1993-94 the team ranked in the
NFLs top 10 in back-to-back years. Thus far this season, the Vikings rank 9th
in overall defense. The team has also been stout against the running, ranking
#1,#1, 42 and #10 in the past four years.

With the unique perspective of a Super Bowl winner as a player and a
coach, Frazier has a proven track record of success. His first title came as a
starting cornerback with the 1985 Chicago Bears in Super Bowl XX and he later
won Super Bowl XLI as a defensive backs coach with the Indianapolis Colts. In
his 12th season as an NFL coach, and with 11 years of collegiate experience
prior to that, Frazier has suffered a losing season only once - his first year
with Philadelphia in 1999. He has coached on seven playoff teams in his 11
previous NFL seasons and has been a part of six division championships.

Known for his calm and collected demeanor, Frazier has also helped his
players achieve at a high level over the years. He now has five players who
have earned a total of 10 Pro Bowl trips, and four players earn NFC Defensive
Player of the Week honors in the last three years.

The 2009 Vikings used a dynamic front line to continue their tradition
of stopping the run and putting pressure on opposing quarterbacks. The
unit ranked #2 in the NFL against the run after leading the league for the
previous three seasons. The Vikings tied for the NFL lead by allowing only five
rushing touchdowns, and the team'’s NFL-best 48 sacks were the 5th-most in
team history. DE Jared Allen led the way with 14.5 sacks and was recognized
- along with fellow defensive lineman DT Kevin Williams - as an Associated
Press First Team All-Pro. Allen, Williams and CB Antoine Winfield were all
named to the 2010 Pro Bowl.

Thepreviousyear, Frazier'sunitranked #6in overall defenseand #1against
the run, making the Vikings the first squad since the 1970 AFL/NFL merger to
lead the league in rushing defense for three consecutive seasons (2006-08).
The team’s #6 rank
in total defense
was the highest
since the 1994
seasons and was a
14-position swing
from the #20
ranking in 2007.
The dominant
defensive line also
showed prowess
as pass rushers,
with Allen tying
for 5th in the NFL
with 14.5 sacks
and the team
total of 45 ranking
4th.

The 2008
squad  featured
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four Pro Bowl players, including three defensive linemen with Allen, K.
Wiliams and DT Pat Williams. Winfield also earned his first trip to the all-star
game.

In his debut season with the Vikings in ‘07, Frazier helped the Vikings
maintain their dominance against the run as they posted the #1 rush defense
in the NFL for the second straight year and allowed a mere 3.1 yards per
carry. The unit gave up just 74.1 yards per game on the ground and allowed
only one opposing runnning
back to break the 100-yard
mark. The anchors of the
Vikings defense - Kevin and
Pat Willaims - were joined by
S Darren Sharper as Pro Bowl
honorees, the most defensive
Vikings to earn trips to Hawaii
since 1992.

Frazier's defense was
opportunistic, scoring on six
interception returns to tie a
Vikings record and adding
a pair of TDs on fumble
recoveries. The Vikings six
scores by interception returns
ranked as the 5th-most in
NFL history. The team scored
on three INTs in a key road §
game against the N.Y. Giants
to set a team record against
the eventual Super Bowl XLII
champions.

Frazier joined the Vikings after coaching defensive backs with the
Indianapolis Colts and serving as Special Assistant to Head Coach Tony
Dungy for two seasons (2005-06). The 2006 Colts defense clamped down
on opponents throughout the playoff run that brought the franchise its first
Super Bowl title since 1970. The team notched seven interceptions, eight
sacks and recovered six fumbles in the postseason.

Prior to his tenure with Indianapolis, Frazier served as defensive
coordinator with Cincinnati in 2003 and 2004, where he helped the Bengals
go .500 in consecutive seasons for the first time in 12 years. Frazier's NFL
debut came in 1999, when he worked the Philadelphia Eagles defensive
backs for three seasons.

Frazier spent 11 years coaching at the collegiate level before rejoining
the NFL. He had a two-year stint at lllinois after spending nine years at Trinity
College (now Trinity International University). Frazier built the Trinity program
from the ground up, as the school fielded its first football team with Frazier
as the head coach in 1988. Fraizer turned the team into a winner, claiming
Northern lllinois Intercollegiate Conference titles twice. Trinity named the
football field in Frazier’s honor in 1997 in tribute to his impact on the campus.

As a player, Frazier played for the Chicago Bears from 1981-86. He was
a starting cornerback on the legendary Bears defense that keyed the Super
Bowl XX win over New England, leading the Bears in interceptions in 1983,
‘84, and ‘85. During his career, which was cut short by a severe knee injury
suffered in the Super Bowl, he had 20 INTs in 65 games, including two he
returned for touchdowns.

As well as Frazier is known for his coaching abilities, he is also recognized
for his community involvement off the field. Frazier works closely with All-Pro
Dad, an organization that stresses the importance of fathers taking an active
role in the lives of their children and putting family first, and he and his wife,
Gale, continue to be involved in the Vikings community efforts.

MONDAY, NOVEMBER 29, 2010

Vikings Interim Head Coach Leslie Frazier V;KInGS
Alright, you almost don’t get a chance to really enjoy a win as much as you would like because here we go, getting ready for

another ball game. Myself and the coaches, we have already begun to turn the page, so to speak, and started preparing for Buffalo. We did enjoy yes-
terday. It was fun. It was a good win for us. One of the things | wanted to make sure we covered, there were some injuries from that ball game yesterday.
Most of you are aware that Adrian Peterson suffered an ankle sprain. We are still going through the process and trying to determine the severity of it.
We will probably learn a little more on Wednesday when we come back and just see what he can or can’t do. Steve Hutchinson sprained his thumb, so we
are trying to get a determination for how severe. We will learn a little bit more about that as the day goes on. He’s got to go through an MR, x-rays, so
on and so forth, so we will see what'’s going on there. Other than that, most of the other guys, Ray Edwards had an ankle sprain also, similar to Adrian’s,
which we are still evaluating and we will know more on Wednesday when we come back to practice. Other than that, we are in pretty good shape. Typical
bumps and bruises after a ball game, but those guys were probably the ones that were a little bit more tenuous than others.

Q: Was Adrian’s a high-ankle sprain?
A: Hasn't been determined yet. We will learn more as the day goes on and probably for sure when we come back on Wednesday.

Q: Has he had the MRl results yet?
A: No. We're going through that process now.

Q: How was the plane ride back?
A: It was good. We haven't had many plane rides from visiting cities with a win. It was a lot more pleasant than in the past.

Q: Will there be more changes in the game plan as weeks go on?

A:There may be some adjustments here or there based on the opponent that we are playing. You kind of saw the blueprint of who we want to be yesterday. Obvi-
ously, based on who we are playing can change some things. | think our players have a good idea of where we want to go, going forward. Now we just have to
continue to execute the things we talk about going forward all of the time.

Q: Anything that jumped off the page as far as first game day process as head coach?
A: There weren't any situations quite like that. | had gone through a lot of different scenarios in my mind in preparation, but we really didn't face any situations
that were unfamiliar or kind of threw me for a loop at all. | think things went pretty much according to plan.

Q: How careful do you have to be with Adrian and his ankle?
A:We had a little bit of that yesterday. He wanted to get back in the game, he was coming up to me, of course | don’t know, I'm keeping up with what's happening
on the field and what’s going on there, and | have our trainer to fill me in on where he was. They just said, ‘Nope, lets hold him!That’s what | will do again. | will
defer to our trainers, and they will tell me when he’s ready to go.

Q: Could it be worse than an ankle sprain?
A: I'm being told it is an ankle sprain, but they are still evaluating, and so | will know more this afternoon and even more so when we get back on the field on
Wednesday, but | am being told it's an ankle sprain.

Q: Will you be getting Percy involved more as a RB?
A: 1 don't know that that will be the case. | think it will always be just sprinkled in. | don’t know if he has the body to continuously take hand-offs. He has been a
very good wide receiver for us. It will probably be more like what you see now.

Q: What was your evaluation of the secondary?

A: Asher Allen did a great job, and in general our entire secondary played well yesterday. They had one explosive play, but you include the way our defensive line
played, our linebackers, our entire defense just had a heck of a football game, all the way around. You have to credit our defensive coaching staff with the prepara-
tion, and the fact that the players executed the things that they were asked to do. Our secondary played well.

Q: With Kevin Williams, is he one of those guys who needs to just work on his job and not try to cover up for other people?

A: He and |, we have had some one-on-one conversations about that, so it was great to see him come out yesterday, and | think play his best game of the season.
He was dominant, like the Kevin that we are all familiar seeing. It was evidenced by the way that our defense played. He is a captain of our defense. We kind of go
as he goes in so many ways. Our run defense was more of what we are accustomed to seeing. A lot of it has to do with Kevin and how he played.

Q: With Chris Cook showing up on the injury report and not playing Sunday, was that more performance or injury related?
A: That knee was acting up a little bit on Friday. He wasn't really pushing off the way we needed him too. We just thought it wouldn't be wise to try and get him
on the field to go out and perform. We were counting on him up until that point.

Q: Have you been more heavily involved in offense or defense?
A: | have tried to be involved with both sides, along with helping with our special teams as well, just being in communication with Brian Murphy. | think it is im-
portant that | am involved with both our offense and our defense, as much as | need to be, which I think is quite a bit.

Q: Will you change any offensive plays?

A: | think we talked about what we wanted to do. Darrell and the rest of the offensive staff did a great job of executing on game day the things that we talked
about. Sometimes in between series, we would come back and | would talk about,’‘Make sure we are doing this! The communication was great. Those guys follow-
ing through on the things we talked about was excellent and we got the results that we wanted.

Q: Did you blitz more?
A:Yeah, some of it depends on the type of game that it is, and the fact that we blitz a little bit more, those blitzes are always up. Fred Pagac did a great job of call-
ing them and our players executed the calls.

Q: Was the no turnovers a product of anything you talked about to your players?
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FROM THE INTERIM HEAD COACH

A: Major. That was one of the first things that we led off with in our communication to the players, how we were going to win on the road, depended a lot on our
ability to not turn the football over. We needed to win the turnover battle. We did it yesterday and you saw the results.

Q: What did you think of Brian Robison'’s play?
A: Brian has played well for us when he’s gotten opportunities. Because of Jared Allen and Ray Edwards, he doesn’t get as many opportunities. When he is out
there, he steps up and makes plays and he did it again yesterday. It wasn't a big surprise. He is a good football player.

Q: What kind of message do you give your team this week?

A: 1 don't think you can change. We really have to be so focused on the Buffalo Bills to have any chance of being successful this coming weekend. That’s where
our focus has to be and we were efficient in a lot of areas on Sunday and | think part of it was because of the focus and the attention to detail that we paid to the
Washington Redskins. | think it has to be the same this week.

Q: Did you make any emphasis about not turning the ball over?

A:That was a major part of the emphasis. We felt like if we could do some of the things we did on Sunday it should lessen the turnovers and also help our defense,
help our special teams. In our game, when you put people on short fields, it's just tough. Turnovers are so huge when it comes to turning momentum, we wanted
to be on the upside of that for a change and that happened yesterday. We really believed that if we played to our strengths as a team, running the football and
playing great run defense, which is what we've done when we've been at our best, that we would have a great chance of being successful.

Q: How much of the run-pass ratio yesterday was due to your philosophy of coaching? | know game situations can play a factor in that ratio.

A: It's kind of, as | mentioned before, who we've been when we've had our most success as a team if you look at our history. Even if you go back to 2008 when we
won the NFC North, we were a dominant run defense, a dominant run offense. | think that’s who we are. We kind of lost our identity along the way but we should
be able to run the football on anybody. With the Hall of Fame quarterback that we have we start getting eight-man fronts; we should have some success when
that happens.

Q: Why do you think you lost that identity along the way?
A: A lot of different factors. The key for us is, as we go forward beginning now with Buffalo that we remain true to who we are as a team and not forget the things
that are necessary for us to win here in Minnesota.

Q: Does Sidney look 100 percent healthy to you?
A: I think he's pretty close to 100 percent. He took a day off on Thursday just to make sure he'd come into the game fresh. We'll monitor where he is as we prepare
for this game. He's as close to 100 percent as he's going to get. He just has to continue to get reps in game situations and the timing will come over a period of time.

Q: Did you see anything from him last Wednesday that led you to believe he needed some rest?
A: He was a little sore after Wednesday's practice. We thought it would be wise just to back up a little bit and make sure we had him ready for Sunday.

Q: Are you a West Coast offense guy?
A: Our offense will remain similar to what it has been; we're just going to place a heavier emphasis in certain areas to make sure that we complement our entire
team. We're not going to change the overall philosophy of our offense.

Q: Did you change up some of the personnel packages?
A: It wasn't so much the packages, but plays within those packages; just eliminating certain things that we didn’t necessarily think were the best for the way we're
built as a team. That was probably more of an emphasis than personnel groups.

Q: When did Hutchinson sprain his thumb?
A: | think it was in that second quarter. I'm just trying to recollect on that. | think it was in that second quarter and he played throughout. | just saw him a moment
ago and shook my head. | know he was in pain but he continued to play. For an offensive lineman who's using his hands all the time, that’s not an easy task.

Q: Did he get it taped up?
A: He had it taped up. Our trainers taped it up and he continued to play.

Q: It looked like Toby was favoring his shoulder at times yesterday.
A: He got banged up on a run, maybe in the third quarter, had a little bit of a stinger. Came back; played well.

Q: What would you have done with Adrian out if Toby couldn’t go?
A: It would have been Tahi. He would have had to have been the guy. We would have done some things with Percy, but [Tahi] would have been the guy.

Q: Are you looking for another running back?
A: We'll probably make that decision once we know a little bit more about Adrian; see what his situation is.

Q: How much convincing of Favre did it take for the more conservative, run-first game plan?

A: 1 didn't approach him with it as being conservative. | just let him know, along with our offensive staff, what | thought we needed to do to win. Brett wants to
win as much as anybody in that room. All of our players want to win. He's been very supportive of some of the changes that we've made and some of the changes
we've talked about making going forward. Everybody wants to win. He's been all in and | appreciate him for that. Hopefully the things we're trying to do will help
us to continue reach our goal as a team, and that’s to go out and win this weekend against Buffalo.

Q: On the play where Brett ran for 10 yards, was it even talked about as an option for Brett to scramble?

A:When they called a timeout, | asked Brett to come over. We were discussing that play because it was a crucial time in the game and wanted to something that
he felt good about. He made a suggestion and | said, ‘OK, let’s do it Part of the suggestion was not for him to run, but that option was always there. He took off
and made a heck of a play for our football team and really sealed that victory. Great job by Brett Favre.

Q: Is your message to Favre now ‘Don’t get cocky?’
A: He was teasing afterwards that if Adrian can’t go, he can always line up as a tailback.

Undrafted Doesn’t Mean Undeserving

For many NFL players, not being selected in the seven rounds of the annual
draft is extra motivation to prove their worth. The Vikings currently have sev-
eral undrafted players on the roster, the most notable of which include 3-time
Pro Bowl DT Pat Williams, who was a rookie free agent with Buffalo in 1997
before moving into a starting role with the Bills in 2000, and K Ryan Lon-
gwell, who was signed by San Francisco in 1997.

The Vikings have signed many undrafted rookies that have been molded into
key players, including LS Cullen Loeffler and starting G Anthony Herrera in
2004, LB Heath Farwell, who was injured throughout 2008, in ‘05, S Husain
Abdullah, LB Erin Henderson, and RB Albert Young in ‘08 and rookie C Jon
Cooper in ‘09. Abdullah became a starter this year while Cooper has filled in
on occasion when C John Sullivan has been injured.

Several other Vikings began their NFL careers as undrafted rookies before
joining the Vikings. WR Greg Lewis (Eagles), P Chris Kluwe (Seahawks)and
FB Naufahu Tahi (Bengals) all began as rookie free agents. Vikings LB Kenny
Onatolu spent his first two years out of college in the CFL. The Vikings most
notable all-time undrafted players include Ring of Honor inductees John
Randle and Mick Tingelhoff.

The Vikings have built a deep and talented roster for the 2010 season through
the draft, free agency and trades. The team currently has 12 Pro Bowlers on the
roster. Five of the 12 Pro Bowlers were original draft picks of the Vikings (Percy
Harvin, Bryant McKinnie, Adrian Peterson, Sidney Rice and Kevin Williams).
The team has signed six Pro Bowlers as free agents (Heath Farwell, Brett Favre,
Steve Hutchinson, Lito Sheppard, Pat Williams and Antoine Winfield) and
acquired one by trade (Jared Allen).

The team had all five members of the 2009 draft class start a game at some
point during the season and Harvin became the second Viking in the past three
seasons to be named NFL Offensive Rookie of the Year (Peterson-2007).

Since 2006, the team has had 13 players earn 20 NFC Player of the Week honors,
including three in 2010.

Last year Vikings fans witnessed the unimaginable,
as longtime Green Bay Packers QB Brett Favre
signed a two-year deal with Minnesota, bringing
one of the biggest sports border rivalries to even
greater heights.

justseven INTs, tied for the lowest total in the NFL and for his career, and

his 107.2 passer rating was also a career high and the 2nd-highest in the

NFL. Favre's 68.4 completion percentage, another career high, ranked as the

2nd-highest in a Vikings single-season (Culpepper-69.2%-2004). and his +26
TD/INT ratio was the best in the league.

After debating retirement during the offseason, Favre returned to the team
on August 17 for his 20th NFL season. Thus far he has thrown for 2,446
yards and 10 TDs through 11 games with a 60.6 % completion rate.

In his previous 19 years, Favre has been voted to the Pro Bowl 11 times,
nine of which came during his 16 years with the Packers. During that time
he endured only one losing season, taking the Packers to two Super Bowls
(winning one) and making 11 playoff appearances.

Favre’s numbers over the years speak for themselves:

* Was named MVP of the NFL for three consecutive seasons (1995-97) and
has been selected to 11 Pro Bowls.

* Has started 296 consecutive games (320 including playoffs) for Green
Bay, N.Y. Jets and Minnesota, the longest stretch ever among all players,
breaking Jim Marshall’s (Vikings) previous record of 270.

* Holds every significant NFL career passing record and is the league’s all-
time leader in TD passes, completions, attempts, yards, and victories as a
starting QB.

* Has 46 career game-winning comebacks (4th quarter deficit or tie,
including playoffs; 43 in the regular season).

* Has 62 career 300-yard passing games.

* Extended two of his own NFL records in 2009 with his 18th consecutive
season and 18th overall season with 3,000+ yards passing.

* Has surpassed the 4,000-yard passing mark six times during his career.

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FAVRE FUELS CLASSIC COMEBACK

Favre directed a pair of TD drives in the final 4:39 of the Vikings game vs.
Arizona (11/7/10) to tie the game 24-24 and force overtime, then drove the
team into FG range in overtime to set up K Ryan Longwell’s 35-yard game
winner. Favre was 7-of-7 passing for the final two drives of regulation and the
OT drive, throwing for 141 yards and the game-tying TD to Visanthe Shiancoe
with :27 left in the game.

Favre set a career-best with 446 passing yards in the Arizona game and
brought the Vikings back from the biggest deficit so late in the 4th quarter in
team history- 14 points in the final four minutes.

The Vikings win over Arizona snapped a four-game OT losing streak by the
team, three regular season games and the 2009 NFC Championship game.
